The sunny climate of Likoma Island 
invites you to swim and snorkel or just 
to relax and watch the fish eagles 
soaring overhead. 
The high montane grasslands of the 
northern Nyika Plateau, where Zebra 
and Eland thrive, is our next 
destination. If you are keen on getting 
very close to the animals, a horse-ride 
is your activity of choice. The lucky 
ones might even see a leopard. 
To round off the safari we fly to South 
Luangwa National Park, home to 
Africa’s ‘big five’, where the rich 
volcanic soil supports a wide variety 
of vegetation.

Day 6 – Onward flight to South 
Luangwa National Park, transfer to 
Mfuwe Lodge, spend three nights 

Day 7, 8 – enjoy the abundant wildlife 
and the luxuries of the lodge 

Day 9 – The safari ends with a flight to 
Lilongwe for your onward connection
